Fluorinated Gases  
The Council agreed on a mandate to start inter-institutional negotiations with the European Parliament and 

the European Commission to agree on a final shape on two proposals for regulations that aim to phase down 

substances that deplete the ozone layer and cause greenhouse gas emissions. The agreement will then 

need to be formally adopted by both the Parliament and the Council before it can be published in the EU’s 

Official Journal and enter into force.
