The text 

agreed will be available soon.

Negotiators of the European Parliament and the Council reached a provisional agreement on the proposal 

for a directive that will amend Directive 2019/1153 as regards access of competent authorities to centralized 

bank account registries through the single access point. The deal now needs to be officially adopted by the 

Council and the European Parliament. This will go together with the adoption of other legislative instruments 

in the area of anti-money laundering which are currently under negotiation. The agreed text will be available 

soon.         

Intelligent Transport Systems  
Negotiators of the European Parliament and the Council reached a provisional agreement on the revision of 

the 2010 directive on the deployment of intelligent transport systems (ITS). The deal now needs to be 

officially adopted by the two co-legislators before entering into force. The text of the agreement will be 

available soon.

The European Commission delegated regulation amending Regulation (EU) 2019/631 setting CO2 emission 

performance standards for new passenger cars and for new light commercial vehicles has been adopted.

Negotiators of the European Parliament and the Council reached a final political agreement on the proposal 

to establish a so-called Anti-Coercion Instrument (ACI), which will provide a framework to get the third 

country to stop the coercive measures, first through dialogue and engagement then if necessary with a wide 

range of possible countermeasures. The agreement now needs to be officially adopted by the two co-

legislators, the European Parliament and the Council, before the regulation can enter into force. The agreed 

text will be available soon.        

Sanctions   
The Council adopted its position on the proposed directive on the definition of criminal offences and 

penalties for the violation of EU sanctions. EU Member States also agreed on their position on the proposed 

directive on asset recovery and confiscation, which will apply to a series of crimes including the violation of 

sanctions once the directive on the definition of criminal offences and penalties has been adopted. Next step 

for both files will be the beginning of inter-institutional negotiations with the European Parliament on a final 

version of the two legislations.
