 State Aid  

The European Commission intends to prolong for two 
years, until 2022, the validity of the following EU state aid 
rules:  

- General Block Exemption Regulation;  

- De minimis Regulation; 

- Guidelines on regional State aid; 

- Guidelines on State aid to promote risk finance invest-
ments; 

- Guidelines on State aid for environmental protection and 
energy; 

- Guidelines on State aid for rescuing and restructuring; 

- Communication on important projects of common Euro-
pean interest (IPCEI). 

At the same time, the Commission launched an evaluation 
to assess whether to further prolong or update these rules. 
The exercise also covers:  

- Framework for State aid for research and development 
and innovation (RDI); and  

- Guidelines on State aid to airports and airlines. 

The results of this evaluation will be summarised in a 
Commission Staff Working Document. 

 Investment Firms      

The Permanent Representatives Committee endorsed the 
Council’s position on a package of measures setting out a 
new regulatory framework for investment firms. The Par-
liament adopted its position last September, therefore in-
ter-institutional negotiations between the co-legislators 
can now start. On the basis of the text agreed, investment 
firms would be subject to the same key measures, in par-
ticular as regards capital holdings, reporting, corporate 
governance and remuneration.
